About the Speaker: Abbot Nicholas 
Abbot Nicholas was born in Egypt of two Greek parents and 
grew up in Australia. After being ordained a Dominican 
priest in 1987, he soon obtained permission to live outside 
his Dominican community, and continued to discern a 
vocation to live as a monk within his own Byzantine 
tradition. In 1994, he came to the United States, and 
founded the self-governing Holy Resurrection Monastery. In 
2005, Abbot Nicholas was blessed to the position of 
Archimandrite. In addition to his pastoral care of the monks 
of Holy Resurrection, Abbot Nicholas is also responsible for 
overseeing the nuns of Holy Theophany Monastery, a 
dependency of Holy Resurrection. He now resides in his 
monastery of St. Nazianz, WI.
