Trustee Nominations 
 

What is a trustee?  Lay trustees provide advice and 
oversight in the administration of the parish on behalf of 
their fellow parishioners.  The “work” of a parish trustee is 
essentially to participate in the meetings of the pastoral and 
finance councils.  Beyond that, trustees sign certain 
documents – the annual report to the Archdiocese, 
contracts the parish enters into, documents establishing 
new accounts or authorizing the movement of funds.  In 
order to be elected a parish trustee, one must be:  Catholic; 
a registered practicing parish member, and at least 25 
years old.  Candidates must be nominated in writing by 10 
or more registered parish members (nomination forms 
available in the Parish Office).   
 

The election will be held the weekend of June 3 & 4.
