In 1982, the Christian Women donated $1,500
toward the church basement remodeling project. And in
1989, they bought the baptismal font, still baptizing babies
today, for $2,000. Whether it's making a quilt, providing an
opportunity for fellowship among parishioners and the
community with the card party, or giving to the parish to
grow our family of faith, the Christian Women's work keeps
us warm at heart for Our Lord and Savior.
